Outlook:

1) Saddle Brook/Glen Rock (Carpenter Division Champs)

Saddle Brook/Glen Rock returns the core of a team that took the district 6 team championship last year.  They have some holes within their lineup, but with 5 returning district medalists, including sophomore Matt Dickman who had an impressive freshman season and senior Jared Schlett who returns at 189 after posting 30 wins in that weight class last season, SB/GR should have no issues with most of their league competition and take the BPSL Carpenter crown from last years champ, Pompton Lakes.  

2) Elmwood Park

The Crusaders lost three very good wrestlers from a team that turned heads when they advanced to the N2 Group I final against Lenape Valley last season but return Junior National champion Vinnie Fava, and region 2 champ Eric Torres.  The Crusader’s success and the opportunity to return to the state sectionals, hinges on the ability of some of the veterans in their lineup, especially in the upper-weights, to step up and balance out the lineup.

3) Pompton Lakes:

Pompton Lakes got hit hard due to graduation after last year’s successful campaign.  This season can be viewed as a rebuilding year for the Cardinals, but do not count coach Mahoney and the Cardinals out yet.   Seniors Alim Reci, John Secor and Mike Felicetta will lead the team after successful seasons last year, and Pompton has always been known to reload quickly after losing a large group of seniors.  It will be interesting to see which new faces will stand out to take the place of last years impressive senior class.
4) Hawthorne (BPSL King Division Champs)

While we are talking about graduation losses, we can also focus on Hawthorne which graduated some strong talent as well.  The Bears are still very young, led by juniors Matt Kresch, 3rd place district medalist Jonathan Ryerson and Anthony Gianella rounding out what should be a very tough lineup at the lower weights.  It will also be interesting to keep an eye out for freshman brothers Ethan and Evan Ramos, both state medalists last year at the intermediate level, and see what kind of impact they can make towards the bottom of the lineup.  

5) Manchester Regional

The Falcons have a great opportunity to make a run for the King division crown this year with Lodi and Hawthorne both weakened from graduation.  Manchester is led by Seniors Albroz Kazan and Roberto Ramos who were both finalists in competitive district 5 last season.  Their middle-weights will be very competitive with district medalists Jose Maldonado and Andrew Morales.  The big question mark lies within the lower weights and if they will be able to produce for the Falcons.  If so, Manchester can turn some heads this year.
6) Waldwick/Midland Park

Despite losing two district medalists, the Warriors once again return a solid group including district medalist Kevin Yali and Senior Pedro Barahona.  The issue once again for the Warriors is numbers, as they will be forced to give up at least two to three forfeits each match.  Regardless, it will be interesting to watch sophomores Paul Lowry and Robert Bandstra after impressive freshman campaigns.

7) Garfield

The Boilermakers return a very young team that shows some real promise for the next couple of years.  Their numbers are up (close to 20 freshmen on the roster alone), so they have plenty of young talent to mold.  They will be led by sophomores Tyler Napoleone and Nick Vargas who had impressive freshman campaigns.  The focus will be on if the Garfield coaching staff can get their wrestlers the mat time to build on.  If so, Garfield has the ability to get back to where it was in the 90’s.
8) Lodi

Lodi took a huge hit to graduation, losing a huge chunk of their upper-weights, three district medalists.  This season will clearly be a rebuilding year for the Rams which lost pretty much their entire lineup from last year to graduation.  Fortunately, Coach Long has the numbers to rebuild the program and get back on track in the years to come.
